	Hand Digging of a well,  a small diameter well of 20 m deep, using a “well ventilator”
	Manual drilling a 30 m borehole with the Baptist drilling. Soil, compact clay. Total time 3 days 
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	A rope pump used for 10 families and irrigation of 200 m2 vegetables
	Easy drip irrigation, directly coupled to a Rope pump. Material cost 35-50US$ per 0.1 acre 
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	Tube recharge system, Zambia recharging rain water in the ground. This family has water in their  hand dug well also at the end of the dry season. 
	The Smart tec center in Tanzania. Some 15 technologies are demonstrated. NGOs, work -shops are trained in production and maintenance
